METHODOLOGY
- Out of the 5 skills we must develop in the acquisition of a language (listen, speak, read, write and converse), we are only going to deal with 4, in accordance with the level at which we are working: Listen – Talk – Read - Converse 

 - Activities should include as many of these skills as possible in order to make them closer to real life.

- Furthermore, they should involve as many of the senses as possible, whilst also promoting the ‘act of doing’, since this is deemed to be the best way of learning.

- Clearly, communication will be fundamental; this is our underlying aim.

- The organisation of the classroom and students should be flexible, in accordance with our specific needs at any given time.

- When working with pupils of this age and these timings, ‘foresight and improvisation’ are two facets that all teachers should develop.

- In terms of materials, everything should be prepared in advance and be ready to use; particularly ICT resources.
- There are four fundamental attitudes that we must adopt before entering an Early Foreign Language classroom and that we must remember every day:

1. Maintain a positive attitude

2. Play

3. Light up their day

4. Be present at all times.
